1. CRITICS

“ .. again and again they scoff, ‘Where is that God of yours?’ But
O my soul, don’t be discouraged. Don’t be upset. Expect God to
act!” Psalm 42:10-11 (LB)

2. CONSCIENCE
“. . .For some people have disobeyed their consciences and have
deliberately done what they knew was wrong. It isn’t surprising that
soon they lost their faith in Christ, after defying God like that.” 1
Tim. 1:19 (LB)

3. CIRCUMSTANCES
Example: The storm on Lake Galilee (Mark 4:35-41)

“Teacher, don’t you care if we drown?”
